Objectives

frankly, without any fear of being victimized. 

 Suggestion / complaint Box is installed in which the Students, who want to 

remain anonymous, put in writing their grievances and their suggestions for 

improvement of the Academics / Administration in the College. 

 Advising Students of the College to respect the right and dignity of each other. 

 

Procedure for lodging complaint 

 The complainant has to lodge his/her complaint in writing and submit it to 

committee member.  

 Upon receiving the complaint the cell calls the complainant for seeking details 

regarding the nature of issue/problem.  

 Committee also calls the other party involved to take cognizance of his/her 

perspective. 

 The Grievance cell attempts to resolve the issue with in a stipulated time limit. 

 Depending upon the severity of the issue the committee takes disciplinary action 

against the person involved and also report the same to the nearest police station 

if requires. 

 

Composition  

The grievance redressal cell of the institute having provision of teaching staff has its 

members and Principal as the chairman. The cell is having the provision of being 

reconstituted every year if situation arises for so by the Principal himself along with 

suggestions sought from the in charge administrative body. Care is taken to select staff 

members from each stream.
